Year 3 Autumn 2 Curriculum Overview 2022-23

Literacy
In Literacy, we will be studying the book: The
Ice Palace.

We will continue to consolidate Year 2
grammar with a focus on expanded noun
phrases, conjunctions and apostrophes for
possession and contraction. We will also
learn how to use paragraphs in our writing as
well as continuing to learn our spelling rules.

We will be writing descriptions, create a
wanted poster and write winter poems. We
will then build up to writing our own quest
myth story'
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In Literacy, we will also Iook at the book the
Tin Forest, which links with our Geography
environmental learning.

Key learning this half term

In Maths, we will be continuing our focus on
understanding number up to 1000 along with
using the four operations. We will use
equipment to help with understanding.

We will continue to embed the childrens’
understanding of more formal methods of
addition and subtraction using the column
method.

We will then move on to look at multiplication
and division with a focus on the 3 and 4
multiplication tables.

It is a requirement that by the end of Year 3
the children know the times table and
division facts for the three, four and eight
times tables, therefore, these tables will be
our focus throughout the year. We will also
consolidate the two, five and ten times tables
from Year 2.

Religious Education
In RE this half term we will learn about
what Christians believe about the Trinity by
asking the question, what is the Trinity?

We will look at how Christians believe that
the Trinity is God represented in three
different ways. We will look at how this is an
important part of baptism and also in
Christian prayer. We will also discuss and
explore how the Trinity can be represented in
other ways too and what it means to
Christians today.

PUPILS WILL KNOW THAT:
Some Christians believe...
e God is Trinity: Father, Son and Holy

Spirit.
The Father creates; he sends the Son
who saves his people; the Son sends
the Holy Spirit to his followers.
That understanding God is
challenging; people spend their
whole lives learning more and more
about God.
Christians believe the Holy Spirit is
God’s power at work in the world and




in their lives today, enabling them to
follow Jesus.

We are also studying:

Science

Our topic this half term will be
forces and magnets. The
children will investigate
forces. They will learn about
how magnets attract and
repel, identify poles and
group magnetic materials.
They will conduct
experiments and begin to
plan their own investigations.

¢ How to compare how
things move on
different surfaces.
That magnets have
two poles, North and
South, and how these
attract or repel each
other.

Georgraphy

This half-term, our topic will
be Continents and Climate
Change. We will begin by
recapping the continents and
learning how to use a globe
and an atlas. The children will
then explore the causes and
impact of climate change
before looking at ways to
reduce it.
