YEAR 5 EDUCATIONAL VISIT TO THE YORKSHIRE SCULPTURE PARK 
Wednesday 25th June 2025 

 
We have booked a trip to the Yorkshire Sculpture Park for the children in Year 5.  Both classes will attend an 

outdoor sculpture workshop for the whole day.  
  

Please ensure your child is in school for 8.30am on the trip day, the coach will leave school promptly at        

8.45 am in order to arrive in time for the group sessions and will return to school for approximately 3.45pm.  
 

The children will have a Walk/Talk /Make session at the park which will include an artist-led, interactive walking 
tour to look at contemporary sculptures. Through questioning, making and drawing, the children will develop 

their creative and critical thinking skills and develops their sculptural vocabulary. 
 

The second session will be a chance to explore the park. This session will support the children to make relevant 

connections between contemporary art, the world around them and their place within it. 
 

As the children will be working outside for most of the day, it is important that they wear suitable, warm and 
weatherproof clothing, including boots or sturdy footwear.  It may be a warm day, so please can you ensure 

that your child wears sunscreen and if they suffer from hay-fever, that they have been given medication before 

they come to school.  They are not required to wear their school uniform. 
 

Your child will need a packed lunch and drink (no glass bottles please).  If your child is entitled to free 
school meals, a packed lunch will be provided.  Lunch will be eaten indoors in one of the educational 

rooms where the children can also leave their belongings. 

 
Your child will not need any money for the trip and mobile phones must not be taken.  Any mobile phones 

brought to school on the day will be kept in school until they return from the trip. 
 

The trip has been subsidised by school but we are asking for a donation of £15.50 per child as a contribution 
towards the cost of the visit and transport. We must make it clear that the trip cannot go ahead if we cannot 

raise sufficient funds through donations.  If you would like your child to attend, please complete the slip below 

and return it to school no later than Monday 16th June
